ID Badges on the Range

If anyone, especially an RSO, asks to see your ID, please show it to them without
any argument. They are just making sure that you are a member. With so many
members we can’t know them all by sight.

Reinstatement Policy

Back in February of 2025 the Board of Directors made a new Policy about late
fees. If you miss your renewal date of June 30th but get it in by July 31st you
will be required to pay a S60 late fee. Starting August 1st, you will be required
to pay your annual fee plus the initiation fee again. Additionally, you will be
required to do 6 hours of volunteer time even if you are past your 5 years. If
you are still doing volunteer hours you will need to do an additional 6 hours.

The Board of Directors has been asked if personal golf carts or gators can be used
at the range? Unless it is for ADA compliance, they are not allowed to be used on

the range.

If you were on the range during the second week of February, you would have
noticed that we had the dead Black Locust trees cut down.

We will be replacing them with Oak
trees.
