Although ammo has plentifully come back to the
market there are California restrictions (Prop. 63)

that have been generated to hinder such purchases
both in-store and on-line. The opportunity to learn
reloading techniques that will allow you to produce
timely, consistent, accurate ammunition while
receiving NRA certified reloading instruction is
available on April 7th, 2018.

The First Part is strictly academic in structure and
conducted at the EF&GA meeting hall. This session

RANGEMASTER SOUND OFF

l would like to repeat a section of the article | sent out last month, since a few of
our members did not have any opportunity to read it.

The phrase “Cold” means the range is INACTIVE; there are no people shooting. You may NOT
handlle any firearm(s), ammunition, magazines, etc. You may NOT move equipment from/to your
car or off the shooting line. It is your responsibility to verify the status of the range!

We take safety very seriously at this range and we want the members to understand that a major
violation will get you an invitation to the Board Meeting to discuss the incident.

| keep finding people who leave their magazine in their rifle when not shooting. Regardless of whether the
bolt is back (please use a chamber flag) and/or the magazine is empty, when not shooting please remove it.
Ammunition in the magazine is fine so long as it is not in the firearm.

If I keep seeing this, | may start confiscating them and have you visit a Board Meeting to get it back...

We discuss and stress the importance of firearm safety all the time, but neglect to talk about the component
that makes it go bang: the ammunition.

Factory ammunition is pretty reliable and | usually never worry about it, but | have had a few duds. Factory
reloads are also usually good quality ammunition at a reduced price. They have the proper equipment and
quality assurance.

As a reloader, | take great care to make sure my loads are correct, but will admit | have had one squib

and one double-charge in my years of reloading. The double-charge was a YeeHaa moment in 45 ACP
shooting one handed—I had to check to see if all my fingers were still there... Thank goodness for shooting
glasses and an all steel 1911 frame!

Well it appears one of our members was using reloads that they acquired from someone else and their
Glock went boom. Fortunately, the shooter (and the other people around him) was not seriously hurt—just

a bruised hand. The Glock frame, however, did not fare so well.

So know your ammunition source and determine how much you trust it. Your firearm, body parts and the
shooters around you will appreciate it.

[ am still looking for some “Volunteer” Rangemasters who would like to assist in managing and keeping
the range safe (it is the Wild West sometimes). | provide training, a nifty red hat/shirt and an opportunity to
help people shoot safely.

How to place
a classified ad
in the newsletter

Please help to keep the classified section easy to read
and well organized. There is no cost as long as you are
an EF&GA member in good standing. Classified ads run
for ONE newsletter (one month). If you want to repeat
an ad for another month (with price adjustments, etc...)
simply re-submit the ad request via e-mail.

Please submit requests for classified ads via email to
newsletter@escondidofishandgame.com and be sure to
double-check for spelling and grammar errors.

It may sound obvious but requests for classifieds are
frequently received with not enough information to be
useful to a reader. There are 5 main components of a
classified ad:

Category — Most classifieds fall into one of 3 catego-
ries, ‘For Sale’, ‘Wanted’, or ‘Lost & Found'.

Subject/Title — This will appear in bold in the advertise-
ment. This should be short (2 or 3 words) and concise.

Description - This is the body of the advertisement and
can be a few sentences but not more than a paragraph.
Abbreviations appear cryptic and are not recommend-
ed unless they are well known acronyms.

Price — A specific dollar amount as well as qualifiers
give the reader important information. For example,
“$600 or Best Offer, Buyer pays DROS, Will consider
trades”

Contact Info - This should be a name AND a phone
number (including area code) and/or an e-mail address.

My name is Ken Halbert. | am a Jr Coach Coordinator
along with Chris Cote.

My first trip to the range with my granddaughter (she
was age 10) was for Jr trap shooting with Steve Sparks
the RSO. | had some concerns about safety until | saw
Steve in action. He has a special knack for handling the
kids and is in total control of everything that occurs on
his range. My granddaughter wrote the news article for
the Jr Corner in March 2016 and here is what she said
about him.

“I met my first Range Safety Officer. His name is Sparks,
not John, not Ray, not Joe but Sparks!

He sees everything”.

If you ever attend Jr trap shooting at EFGA, you will
never again have a concern about safety while your
youngsters are shooting on his range.
